· Income eligibility ceiling reduced to 70% SMI 

· Rejects elimination of child care for 11s and 12s.

· Cuts allocations by 10% for State Preschool, general child care, Migrant Day Care, APP, Stage 3, and Allowance for Handicapped
· LPC funding maintained at Governor’s proposed budget level of a 50% cut from 2009-10.

· Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the Local Planning Councils shall meet the requirements of Section 8499.5 of the Education Code to the extent feasible and to the extent data is readily accessible.

· Deletes requirement that “Within 90 days after a facility accepts its first client for placement following the issuance of a license or special permit pursuant to Section 1525, the department shall inspect the facility. The licensee shall, within five business days after accepting its first client for placement, notify the department that the facility has commenced operating.” 
· Replaces current rules on inspections with “Every licensed community care facility shall be inspected at least once per year and as often as necessary to ensure the quality of care provided. Evaluation visits shall be unannounced, except” foster home. 
· Applicants for licensure of a currently or previously licensed facility are exempt from the initial site visit.

· live in the school district but outside the school attendance area, funding available. A program is not responsible for providing transportation for children enrolled in the program who resides outside the attendance area of the school.

· a child who is 11 or 12 years of age and who is otherwise eligible for subsidized child care and development services, except for his or her age, shall be given first priority for enrollment, and in cases of programs operating at full capacity, first priority on the waiting list for a before or after school program (ASES)
· Income eligibility ceiling rises to 70% SMI; 

· License-exempt providers maximum reimbursement rate to 60% family care RMR, effective 7-1-201

· Family fee schedule to be changed to conform to new income limits
· Being removed from a child care program because of this bill is not subject to the appeal and resolution procedures for agencies that contract with CDE..
· Reduce the maximum reimbursable amounts of the contracts for the Preschool Education Program, the General Child Care Program, the Migrant Day Care Program, the Alternative Payment Program, the CalWORKs Stage3 Program, and the Allowance for Handicapped Program by 15percent.
· The department may consider the contractor’s performance or whether the contractor serves children in underserved areas when determining contract reductions, provided that the aggregate reduction to each program specified in this subdivision is 15percent.
· Families shall be disenrolled in the following order:

(1) Families whose income exceeds 70 percent of the state median income (SMI) adjusted for family size, except for families whose children are receiving child protective services or are at risk of being neglected or abused.

(2) Families with the highest income below 70 percent of the SMI, in relation to family size. 

(3) Families that have the same income and have been enrolled in child care services the longest.

(4) Families that have the same income and have a child with exceptional needs.

(5) Families whose children are receiving child protective services or are at risk of being neglected or abused, regardless of family income.

· Expands list of exemptions child care licensing to include recreation programs conducted for children by the YMCA, organized camps, organized day camps, Nonprofit organizations, organized camps, businesses or schools that offer instruction in martial arts, dance, music, fitness, gymnastics, swimming, or similar activities.
· Expands definition of organized camp to include “Camps accredited or operated by organizations including, but not limited to, the YMCA, Girl Scouts of the USA, Boy Scouts of America, Camp Fire USA, Boys and Girls Clubs, Salvation Army, and Christian camps, shall be considered prototypes of an organized camp” 

· “Organized day camp” means a program serving schoolage children between 4 to 17 years of age, inclusive, which operates seasonally during times when school is not regularly in session. An organized day camp focuses on group-based recreation and expanded learning opportunities with social, spiritual, educational, or recreational objectives. An organized day camp does not typically provide for overnight stays and frequently transports campers to parks, beaches, camp sites, and other excursion locations for activities. A qualified program director and a staff adequate to carry out the program shall be present at the organized day camp
· Membership in any of several camping organizations shall also be indicative of status as an “organized camp” or “organized day camp”.
· Organized camps or day camps do not include a motel, tourist camp, trailer park, resort, hunting camp, auto court, labor camp, penal or correctional camp and does do not include a licensed child care institution or home-finding agency, or any charitable or recreational organization that complies with the rules and regulations for recreational trailer parks.
