· Replaces “a plan of correction fee of two hundred dollars ($200) when any licensee does not implement a plan of correction on or prior to the date specified in the plan” with “a reinspection fee of one hundred dollars ($100) whenever an inspection of a facility is necessary to ensure a violation has been corrected.”
· Deletes requirement that “Within 90 days after a facility accepts its first client for placement following the issuance of a license or special permit pursuant to Section 1525, the department shall inspect the facility. The licensee shall, within five business days after accepting its first client for placement, notify the department that the facility has commenced operating.” 

· Replaces current rules on inspections with “Every licensed community care facility shall be inspected at least once per year and as often as necessary to ensure the quality of care provided. Evaluation visits shall be unannounced, except” foster home. 
· Applicants for licensure of a currently or previously licensed facility are exempt from the initial site visit if CCL determines there will be no substantial change in management or operations.

· authorizes CCL to exercise its discretion and elect not to conduct a site visit when an operating day care center licensee sells or transfers the property or business to a new license applicant.
· Specifies inspection protocols
· protocols must be research based, field tested, reviewed by stakeholders, and evaluated annually
· Triggers for full inspection include:

· One zero tolerance violation, including, but not limited to,

· a fire clearance violation, 

· absence of supervision,

· accessible bodies of water, 

· accessible firearms, ammunition, or both, 

· refused entry to a facility or any part of a facility, or 

· the presence of an excluded person on the premises.

· Any two type A violations, without regard to whether it is listed as part of the annual inspection protocols. A type A violation is a violation that poses an immediate risk during the first two years after this bill passes.
· If they happen to see a violation that is not listed as part of the annual protocols, they will address that violation.
· DSS shall convene a work group to evaluate implementation

· Adds  appeal rights for anyone listed on the CACI prior to January 1, 1998, and who did not receive notice regarding that listing. Appeal must be filed within 3 years of learning of being on CACI. 

· Anyone who received notice of his or her CACI listing between 1-1-98 and 3-1-08 may request a hearing. If that hearing determines that the CACI listing was based on an unsubstantiated report, the agency would be required to notify DOJ of that result, and DOJ shall remove that person’s name from CACI. 

· Anyone over 100 years old can get their listing removed.
· Agencies, including police and sheriff ’s departments, must retain child abuse or neglect investigative reports that result or resulted in a report filed with the Department of Justice for the same period of time that the information is required to be maintained on the CACI.

· The head of each agency and department within the state that provides services for, or has jurisdiction over the well-being of, children.

·  The Chief Justice of the California Supreme Court, or his or her designee.

· The Secretary of the Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation, or his or her designee.

· The Director of Social Services.

· The Director of Health Care Services.

· The State Public Health Officer.

·  The Director of Mental Health.

·  The Director of Alcohol and Drug Programs.

·  The Director of Developmental Services.

·  The Director of Child Support Services.

· Two Members of the Assembly, as appointed by the Speaker of the Assembly.

· Two Members of the Senate, as appointed by the President pro Tempore of the Senate.

· Additional members that may be appointed at the will of the Governor, include the Lieutenant Governor, the First Spouse, the Director of Finance, Director of the Governor’s Office of Gang and Youth Violence Policy, or any other ex officio member the Governor deems necessary.

· The cabinet must

· Meet 6 at least 4 times a year and eventually make recommendations to the Gov and Leg
· Appoint work groups committees that include “at least one cabinet member and may include members of upper level management within the agencies and departments within the state that provide services for, or have jurisdiction over the well-being of, children.” Committees may assemble information and make recommendations to the cabinet, but shall not exercise any powers vested in the cabinet.
· Immediate goals 2012 priorities are

· Developing a plan to maximize California’s share of federal funds

· Assessing the efficient and effective delivery of existing programs and improving the alignment of state and local resources and youth,  including, but not limited to, the elimination or consolidation of duplicative services for children and youth and their families who would benefit from integrated services, where appropriate.
· Long term goals are 

· Developing and implementing a shared and cohesive vision using integrated services to improve child, youth, and family outcomes in this state.

·  Developing a strategic plan to achieve the goals of the shared and cohesive vision.

·  Establishing and monitoring indicators and benchmarks of child well-being, and utilizing these data for evaluation and planning. 

·  Promoting and implementing data sharing, collaboration, increased efficiency, and improved service delivery among and within the state’s agencies, departments, and organizations that serve children.

· Coordinating with other state and local coordinating bodies to support a seamless system of services for children. 

· The cabinet should “be informed by persons who can provide the best knowledge, research, and expertise from individuals and organizations, including, but not limited to, parents, children, youth, educators, school nurses, public officials, faith-based organizations, community-based organizations, philanthropic organizations, local educational agencies, colleges, universities, health care providers, nonprofit organizations, welfare directors, mental health directors, probation officers, and other organizations and individuals as needed to inform the work. The cabinet may further coordinate with these persons as needed to better coordinate services for children.”

· Pay shall be no less than the minimum wage.

· annual wage increases on the anniversary of hire date, the same percent as the increase in consumer price index.

· If the employee successfully sues for no pay increases, she also gets liquidated damages equal to the back pay plus interest

· No work period of 5 hours without a 30 minute meal break, unless it is no more than 6 hours and it is waived by mutual consent

· 2 meal periods for 10-hour day, except it can be waived by mutual consent for work periods no more than 12 hours.

· Meals count as paid work time unless employee is relieved of all duties during it

· If no meal time, the employee gets an extra hour’s pay

· If employee works 5 hours a day, she can choose her own food and cook it herself in the kitchen; can’t charge for its use
· If the agreement is employer provides meals, employee can request and get specific food items

· Rest periods with pay of 10 minutes per 4 hours or major fraction thereof, unless the work period is less than 3.5 hours

· If no rest time, the employee gets an extra hour’s pay per missing rest period

· 1 hour paid vacation per 30 hours worked, usable after one year’s service

· After one year, it goes to 40 hours a year (or 5 days, whichever is greater)

· After 5 years, 80 hours or 10 days

· After  10 years, 120 hours or 15 days

· Can be carried over year to year; unused leave is paid at end of employment
· Employee does not have to find her own vacation replacement

· 1 hour sick time per 30 hours worked
· can start using them after 90 days

· can carry over, but employer can restrict it to 40 hours a year; unused sick days do not have to be paid at end

· can be used to care for sick relatives

· Must carry workmen’s compensation insurance

· 21 days termination notice, unless it is based on “the domestic work employee causing intentional physical or psychological harm to the person he or she cares for or intentional physical damage to the work premises
· Deletes exclusion for people working less than 52 hours in 90 days or making less than $100 in 90 days

· Eliminates exemption from liability for compensation for injury or death if the employer has certain insurance
· Appropriate agencies may investigate accidents in the home, gather evidence, subpoena witnesses, etc

· Investigating agency must contact the employer and provider specified information

· Applies also to caretakers for old people and disabled, and to gardeners 

4-6 amendment says these protections override any law that gives lesser protections.

· Expands definition of organized camp to include “Camps accredited or operated by organizations including, but not limited to, the YMCA, Girl Scouts of the USA, Boy Scouts of America, Camp Fire USA, Boys and Girls Clubs, Salvation Army, and Christian Camp and Conference Association camps, shall be considered prototypes of an organized camp” 

· “Organized day camp” means a program serving schoolage children between 4 to 17 years of age, inclusive, which operates seasonally during times when school is not regularly in session. An organized day camp focuses on group-based recreation and expanded learning opportunities with social, spiritual, educational, or recreational objectives. An organized day camp does not typically provide for overnight stays and frequently transports campers to parks, beaches, camp sites, and other excursion locations for activities. A qualified program director and a staff adequate to carry out the program shall be present at the organized day camp.
· Membership in any of several camping organizations shall also be indicative of status as an “organized camp” or “organized day camp”.
· Organized camps or day camps do not include a motel, tourist camp, trailer park, resort, hunting camp, auto court, labor camp, penal or correctional camp and does do not include a licensed child care institution or home-finding agency, or any charitable or recreational organization that complies with the rules and regulations for recreational trailer parks.

· Restricts some programs to 4 hours a day to avoid licensing
· Organized camps are at least 5 consecutive days during one or more seasons. An overnight stay is not required to meet this definition. Programs, retreats, conferences, and events held on organized camp sites that are less than five consecutive days in duration are not required to meet the provisions of this section, but must comply with (regs on director qualifications and staff background checks.
· To be a qualified program director of an organized day camp requires at least one season of administrative or supervisory experience at an organized camp.
